	Redrow – Station Road Drainage and Junction etc

A resident experiencing cracks in his property on Cot Hill has contacted Redrow who advised that there is nothing they can do. They will be lodging a formal complaint. The Chair has yet to hear back from the Head of Planning regarding the bund facing properties on Milton Hill. The Chair will chase.

The Chair will email Joanne Turner to request updates regarding Station Road drainage and the ultimate closure of Cot Hill and include Andrew Bettridge in the email to keep John Griffiths MS in the loop. The speed limit at the junction will also be clarified.

The junction’s safety inspection will be undertaken by GoSurveys. The Chair will try and find out the date. Once this survey has been undertaken and the results known, this Council might need to undertake their own survey.

The Chair requested that the Clerk contact everyone to find a suitable date to walk the village to look at drainage, car park and other matters.
