	Redrow – Station Road Drainage and Junction etc

The Chair has had correspondence and dialogue with NRW regarding Monks Ditch and feedback from the Asset Performance Team. The email states: 

‘we consider for the foreseeable future, the historic flooding issues in relation to Monks Ditch are best managed by continuing with the channel maintenance regime. NRW’s Flood Risk Assessment Wales (FRAW) data shows a relatively small number of properties affected by flooding from Monks Ditch. Accordingly it would not be appropriate for NRW to prioritise this location above other locations in Wales where there is a greater flood risk. We therefore do not have this area within our medium-term plan for any proposals to explore improvements compared to the existing situation. It’s also highly unlikely to be economically justifiable for the above reasons.

NCC are currently undertaking drain repair works leading from the bottom of Milton Hill into Milton Field and Monks Ditch. 

Six of the seven residents indicated that they wished to speak on this item. The Chair advised them that they had 15 minutes.

Concerns were raised regarding the very dangerous Redrow site crossing, between Woodland Cottage and Little Milton Farm. The Clerk was requested to contact the HSE.

Cllr Davies confirmed that the road signs had been approved by NCC and that NCC had advised that the crossing was within regulations and that a banksman was not required as it wasn’t enough of a regular crossing. The road signs were proving difficult to negotiate by larger vehicles.

It was also commented that delivery vehicles have been seen to use the south site’s exit onto Cot Hill and vice versa.

Again another area of concern was the junction of Station Road and the new Spine Road, apart from the poor road surface, traffic has been driving straight over the hard standing outside Ullyses and Treetops, as this was the original route of the road.

Residents are concerned that we are going to be left with a problem, the road will be adopted and Redrow would have left the site and walked away.

Meetings have been held with NCC and Redrow. The drawings were undertaken by Turleys, NCC approved them and Redrow built the junction. Discussions are now taking place whether NCC will pay for the amended junction or whether Redrow will put it right at a cost to them.

Cllr Brown reiterated the report he submitted in June 2022. It was agreed that the Clerk be paid out of pocket expenses in respect of working from home of £360, together with postage costs (£3.05), printing paper (£11) and printer ink (£5.95) total = £20. The total payment approved is £380 against the budgeted amount of £400.

Utility Aid

The Clerk circulated the quotation to all. Our current projected annual expenditure is £3187.32, if we opt for the 12 month option the cost will be £2551.17 a saving of £636.15 and the 24 month option will £2579.17 a saving over the 24 months of £608.15, which in essence is a saving of £25.00 per month over the 24 month period or less than 1% on current projected costs. The suggestion is that energy prices will drop in July, so do we want to fix our costs at the moment?
