	Redrow – Station Road Drainage and Junction etc

The Clerk has contacted the HSE regarding the Station Road/Spine Road junction, the reply is as follows:

We have carefully reviewed the information you provided and concluded that on this occasion, we will not follow-up this matter. The reason is:  
· That whilst the contractor has duties under the Health and Safety at Work Act, and regulations made under it, the primary legislation to deal with the matter raised is enforced by the Highways Authority. 
The requirement for signage and traffic control, and other similar matters at roadworks, is detailed under the New Roads and Street Works Act which is not enforced by HSE.

The Clerk sent in a second FOI on 2nd May, for an update on the FCEG. Nothing has been heard back.

Ward Cllr Kellaway will arrange a meeting with the various Heads of Service via the Strategic Director: Environment and Sustainability – Paul Jones. The lack of communication from NCC has been extremely frustrating for this Council. Questions regarding the Station Road drainage and the Flood Coastal Erosion Grant application, spine road junction issues, Great Milton bund issues and street lighting (especially sight of the assessment). The Chair, Cllrs Davies and Grant will also be invited to attend.

This application has been part approved with conditions and part refused. This application is to be read in conjunction with 22/0163, which is approved with conditions, 22/0437 – awaiting decision and 23/0047 – approved with conditions. With regard to 22/0437, NRW, have concerns with the application as submitted. They do not recommend discharging condition 6 (bolstering of eastern boundary hedgerow) of 21/0293. They now have no objection to the partial discharge of condition 2 (construction surface water management). Tree Officer is still awaiting the hedge information.
