	Redrow – Station Road Drainage and Junction etc

The Chair is waiting to hear from Redrow regarding the white lines, particularly on the spine road and drainage issues on the corner of Bishton Road.

The Chair together with Ward Cllr Kellaway will be meeting the Leader of NCC, Steve Jarrett and John Griffiths MS on 2nd May.

Two members of Great Milton Park Residents’ Association attended the meeting to request help with approaching Redrow/POBL/Police with issues they have.

It was suggested that they send a list of these issues to the Clerk who will escalate them.

Ward Cllr Kellaway advised that Glan Llyn have a working group who deal directly with the management company. There is a member of St Modwen on the Glan Llyn working group.

Cllr Kellaway will investigate if there is a legal agreement between the Redrow Management Company and NCC.

The Residents’ Association are looking at starting a neighbourhood watch scheme. One has been set up in Glan Llyn, Cllr Clemo will ask the co-ordinator for advice.

· Glan Lyn has one pitch and 50+ cars have been in frequent attendance
· There are 2 pitches with only 19/20 spaces. Redrow have confirmed that this will be increased (letter dated 12th February), but to what number?
· We also have concerns about the number of parking spaces available for the allotments

No Entry Signs at the top of Lodge Hill

An email has been received from NCC Highways. Arrangements will be made for the left had sign to be turned back around to face on-coming traffic, the height of the left-hand sign does not have any impact on the ability to undertake enforcement. Current legislation sets out that only a single sign needs to be provided and the left hand sign was erected with a higher mounting height to ensure that it remains visible when the hedgerow may be overgrown. Both signs are included within the sign renewal programme in recognition that they have been previously damaged and are beginning to deteriorate.
